In City of Elyria v. York Internatl. Corp. (N.D. Ohio June 7, 2005),
N.D. Ohio Case No. 1:03CV2079, 2005 U.S. Dist. LEXIS 10889, the
United States District Court for the Northern District of Ohio granted
the Elyria City School District and Lorain County Joint Vocational
School District Boards of Education standing to assert breach of con-
tract (applies to claims arising prior to 1994) and detrimental reliance
claims against the York International Corporation for moving its busi-
ness to Kansas. The corporate move is alleged to constitute a breach
of an enterprise zone agreement, which granted the company tax abate-
ments in exchange for operating its business in the City of Elyria.

The case is now set for a March 6, 2006 trial date. Stay Tuned!

S.B. 6 takes effect August 12, 2005. The
Act establishes the “Partnership for Contin-
ued Learning” to promote systemic ap-
proaches to education. Under the act, the
Partnership must (1) support regional
efforts to foster collaboration among pro-
viders of preschool through postsecondary
education, (2) identify the workforce needs
of private sector employers in the state, and
(3) make recommendations to facilitate
collaboration among education providers
and to maintain a high-quality workforce.

H.B. 115 proposes creation of the Educa-
tional Regional Service System (ERSS) to
provide support services to school districts,
community schools, and chartered nonpub-
lic schools. The bill also proposes estab-
lishment of an EMIS Advisory Board to
recommend improvements to the Education
Management Information System. The bill
was reported to the Committee on May 18,
2005.

H.B. 203 proposes a requirement that the
board of health of a city or general health
district to inspect the sanitary condition of
schools and school buildings within its
jurisdiction annually rather than semiannu-
ally. The bill was reported to the Commit-
tee on June 2, 2005.
